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UNCC SCORING GUIDELINES

Scoring Basics

1. Each run scored is either credited to a batsman (if it was scored off the bat) or recorded as an extra. An extra is a bye, leg bye, wide or no ball. Each run scored should also be crossed off the total score.

2. Each run scored off the bat, each wide and each no ball should also be debited against the bowler.

3. The total score for an innings should equal the sum of runs scored by batsmen plus the sum of all extras.

4. The total score should also equal the sum of runs conceded by the bowlers plus the sum of byes & leg byes.

5. If a batsman is out LBW, bowled, caught, hit wicket or stumped, the bowler is credited with the wicket, but not if the batsman is run out.

if scorers would follow the five basic rules above, the quality of scoring would improve considerably

1. Record each ball received by the batsman, either with the runs scored off that ball, or with a dot (() if no runs are scored. 

2. When the batsman is out, close his score with diagonal lines as shown above.

3. Do not credit the batsman with extras, i.e.  byes, leg byes, wides or no balls. Record these under Extras.

1. Record each over in a box and, within the box, each ball delivered by the bowler, either with the runs scored off that ball, or with a dot (() if no runs are scored. 

2. When the bowler has finished his allotted overs, close his row with a cross as shown above in over 8.

3. Debit the bowler with wides and no balls, using the symbols described below.

4. Do not debit the bowler with byes or leg byes. These are neither credited to the batsman nor debited against the bowler, although they may be noted in the bowling analysis by using the symbols described below.


Over no. 1 illustrates the recording of each ball bowled. A number indicates the runs scored off the ball, the dot (() indicates that no runs were made off that ball. Balls are recorded in the sequence: top to bottom in the 1st column, then top to bottom in the 2nd column, as follows:

Over no. 2 illustrates the recording of a Wicket by the letter  w
Over no. 3 illustrates the recording of a wide by the symbol  +

If additional runs are scored off a wide, these should be recorded in the cross, thus: 

Additional ball(s) in an over necessitated by wides or no balls should be recorded between the columns in the box, as shown in overs no. 3 and 4.

Over no. 4 illustrates the recording of a no ball by the symbol  O
If additional runs are scored off the no ball, these should be recorded in the circle.

If these additional runs are made off the bat, they should be recorded thus: 

and credited to the batsman;

otherwise the additional runs should be scored as extras and recorded thus:

Overs nos 5 & 7 illustrate respectively a Maiden Over and a Wicket Maiden.

Over no. 5 also illustrates the recording of a leg bye with the symbol       
(L may be used instead)

Note that a maiden over is still possible, since byes and leg byes are not counted against the bowler.

Overs no. 6 illustrates the recording of a bye with the symbol  Δ  

(B may be used instead)

The leftmost square at the bottom of each “over” box is used to record the cumulative number of wickets taken by the bowler. 

The righmost square is used to record the cumulative number of runs, including No Ball and Wide extras, conceded by the bowler. Byes and Leg Byes are not counted against the bowler.

Tips

1. It is a good idea to get both captains to enter the names of the players in the scorebook before the start of the match. this will assist the scorer to identify bowlers and to record their names properly. 

2. It is suggested that captains either write both first and last name of each player, or if they write down only one name then they should continue to use this name throughout the match. It is hard for the scorer to identify the bowler Singh, say, if he is listed in the batting order as Ranjit.

3. Before the match ask the umpires to wait for your acknowledgement of their signals (see next page). This will help you to avoid missing anything.
